Chiawana High School Student 
Wins Statewide Scholarship
The Association for Washington Cities (AWC) 
Center for Quality Communities has awarded 
Nayeli Cervantes of Pasco one of six $1,250 
scholarships. The Center for Quality Communities 
Scholarship program supports students who 
want to attend college or a trade program. Six 
scholarships (out of 60 applicants) were awarded 
to high school students across the state that plan to 
pursue a post-secondary degree.

Mayor Matt Watkins said in his recommendation 
letter to the scholarship committee that “…Her 
experiences with the 21st Century Community 
Learning Center, years of participating in 
the Hispanic Academic Achievers Program 
[HAAP] and service on the Pasco School Board 
as student representative are some tangible 
examples of a youth wanting to make a difference 
in her local community.”

The Pasco City Council honored Cervantes at its 
May 18th meeting for the AWC scholarship, and 
also awarded an additional $2,425 in donations by 
individual Council members, the City Manager and 
an anonymous donor.  Cervantes was also awarded 
$10,000 by HAAP in a ceremony on May 15.
